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Australians in Vietnam
We pay tribute to almost 60,000 Australians who served their country in the Vietnam War from 3rd August 1962 until 25th April 1975. “Australia suffered 521 dead and more than 3000 wounded during the Vietnam War and many more veterans suffered, and continue to suffer to this day, as a result of their service.” 

1st June 1963 we had our first Australian casualty in Vietnam; on the 6th July 1964 we had our first casualty due to enemy action.

Australians were involved in many engagements, including Operation Crimp in January 1966 (also known as the Battle of Ho Bo Woods), Battle of Long Tan 18th August 1966, 17th February 1967 operation Bribie, 24th January – 1st March 1968 saw heavy fighting around Bien Hoa and Long Binh during Operation Coburg at the time of the Tet Offensive ( this was an Australian and New Zealand operation), the battles for Fire Support Bases Coral and Balmoral 12th May- 6th June 1968, actions during Operation Goodwood around Hat Dich in 1968-69, the battle of Binha Ba in 1969 and in 1971 the Battle of Long Khanh. There were other conflicts that the Royal Australian Navy and the Royal Australian Air Force where involved in and lives lost.

“We must never forget the price that our Vietnam Veterans paid  for their service, especially this year, in which we mark the 50th anniversary of the Battle of Long Tan on 18th  August 2016. Also the bravery, tenacity and sacrifice of the Australian and New Zealand servicemen in the Battle of Long Tan, and the support provided to them by the RAAF and by artillerymen from Australia, New Zealand and the United States are remembered as one of the Vietnam War’s defining moments.

“That victory has come to symbolise Australia’s involvement in the Vietnam War. The commemorations for the Battle of Long Tan this year will honour all Australians who served their country during the Vietnam War.”
On this special occasion the Brisbane Bridge will be lit up in the Tri- Service colours with flashing orange lights for the lead up to 18th August 2016
This also symbolises that the ANZAC spirit lives on.
